Why Give to Water is Life? 
•Water is Life was started by Johanna Thörnblad and Joan Vinyets after having the 
opportunity to see first hand the results of A Glimmer of Hope’s (AGOH) work in Ethiopia.
•We initially chose to work with AGOH because friends in Ethiopia recommended them to 
us. They already knew of their excellent work.
•100% of the money raised by our Water is Life campaign is sent to AGOH to fund water 
projects in Ethiopia.
•AGOH has an endowment that covers all administrative costs so that 100% of the funds 
donated go to the final project. Not one cent of our donors’ hard-earned money will be used to 
pay bank transfer fees, AGOH staff or travel expenses, etc.
